
The 2011-2012 Stewardship Campaign for Piedmont Community Church

At Piedmont Community Church we believe that each of  us can make a difference in the lives of  
others—locally, regionally, and globally. As Paul writes, “In Christ we who are many form one body, 
and each member belongs to all the others (Romans 12:5).” Our faith is anchored in the love of  
God, which enlivens us to work and worship together as the spiritual body of  Christ. 

Our members demonstrate their commitment to making a difference in many meaningful ways. It  
may be by working with our Mission Ministry, supporting more than 20 charities in the Bay Area  
and around the world, tutoring 50 students in local elementary schools through the Faith Network 
Tutoring Program, or building homes for the people of  Tijuana, Mexico. It could be through partici-
pating in our Pastoral Care Ministry, visiting senior and ailing members of  PCC, providing them with 
transportation to church events, and hosting social activities. Many help in Children’s Ministry and 
Student Ministry programs that provide lifelong Christian learning opportunities. Still others glorify 
God through music, participating in our choirs, Handbell Ensemble, and special performances.

Community, Caring, Commitment is the theme of  the 2012 Stewardship Campaign because 
this is what it takes to make a difference in the lives of  our congregation and those in need. Also, 
this theme supports the Piedmont Community Church Vision we developed last year as a group of  
Christians who aspire to:
